ADULT LIABILITY RELEASE FORM

Quad Manor ATV’s are property of David and Rebecca Stanke
The undersigned hereby agrees and understands that he/she is engaging in recreational activities on property operated by David and Rebecca Stanke and assumes all risk of loss to person or property incurred as a result of said activities.  The undersigned hereby agrees that he/she will not hold David and Rebecca Stanke (or it's stockholders, family, friends, employees, agents, affiliates or assigns or any other third party with whom said corporation conducts business) responsible (medically and financially including death) for any accidents that might occurred while the undersigned is engaged in this activity or while being on property operated by David and Rebecca Stanke. I hereby waive the right to any cause of action for personal injury or any other property damage that might result to me or my property (or both) while engaging in this activity and agree to save and hold David and Rebecca Stanke harmless from any loss that is caused by my acts, omissions or other conduct arising out of this activity that might give rise to any cause of action(s) by any third party. The undersigned agrees that under the circumstance that he/she causes damages to the quad(s) regardless of fault is responsible for the cost of the repairs.
DEFINITIONS:

The term “ATV” shall include all activities, services & use of Quad Manor use of ATV’s either provided by or arranged by the Operators or in any way related to All Terrain Vehicles, but not limited to: orientation & instructional sessions;

Transportation; accommodation & recreational activities in addition to driving ATV’s, loading, unloading & travel in or movement around ATV’s and all driving & other activities in the alpine, residential or wilderness areas.

The term “Negligence” means the failure of one or more of any Operators to take proper care for your safety while on an ATV.

ASSUMPTION OF RISKS

I am aware that the use of personal motorized ATV’s involves certain risks, dangers and hazards, which include (but are not limited to: the following:

(a) Avalanche: Avalanches frequently occur, sometimes caused by natural forces, and other times by other ATV’s; skiers, snowmobiles, land slides, falling debris, such as rocks, wood other ATV’s or mechanical devices.

(b) Natural Hazards: The terrain over which I will travel has many hidden and unforeseen natural dangers, such as trees, tree wells and tree stumps, creeks, rocks, forest deadfall, depressions, crevasses, cliffs and water ruts. Wild Animals such as Cougars, Grizzly Bears, Black Bears, Elk, Moose or any wild or domestic animal;

(c) Man-made Hazards: The terrain over which I will travel may also contain man-made hazards and risks, such as fences, mine shafts, logging debris, logging equipment, artificial road barriers, water bars, as well as other motorized ATV’s, motorbikes or vehicles;

(d) Lost: ATV’s may become lost or separated from their ATV party or guide. Communications in the terrain over which I will be driving will be difficult and in the event of an accident, rescue and/or medical treatment may be seriously delayed, or not available. Weather conditions may be extreme, and capable of changing rapidly, without notice, making travel hazardous;

(e) Negligence: I understand death or injury may result from negligence of other All Terrain Vehicle operators or from negligence on the part of the Operators or their guides or employees.

(f) Passengers: have an increased risk of bodily harm and or death.

I acknowledge and accept that anyone may fail to predict whether the terrain over which I will travel is safe for ATVing, or may fail to predict or identify the presence of any of the natural or man-made hazards identified above. I am now aware of the risks, dangers and hazards associated with wilderness ATV touring and I freely accept and fully assume all such risks, dangers and hazards, and the possibility of personal injury, death, property damage or loss resulting there from.
Damages:
I the undersigned hereby agree and understand that he/she credit card will be debited for all repairs or replacement of the ATV’s or Rhino caused by damage done to the quads or the Rhino regardless of fault or injury. Furthermore he/she will loose their security deposit of $500.00 if he/she jumps or roles or tips the quads or the Rhino or drives recklessly causing others to loose control.  The quads and Rhino are not to be trailer. The forest Cinders are OFF-LIMITS.
Age Requirements:

Polaris requirements for driving the quads are as following:

· Children ages 12 thru 16 should drive the 90cc quads. 
· Young adults over the age of 16 should drive quads that are 300cc. It is very important to choose a quad that matches your weight and age.
· It is unsafe and illegal to ride 2 people on a quad. This is grounds for losing your security deposit and riding/driving privileges.
I the undersigned will observe the trails choosing appropriate terrain when riding with younger children.
Good Judgment:

· If you decide to take the quads into Sedona, please be mindful that Sedona is a busy tourist town. Many people are finding their way through construction and shops.
· You are expected to use good judgment when picking places to ride that match your riding experience. 

· Quads are not for climbing mountaineer rock type terrain. 

· The quads are to stay on the dirt roads.

· Our quads and Rhino are strictly for family scenic trail riding.

· Quads and Rhinos are motorized vehicles; they are not toys or to be treated as a bike. The law is the same as if you were driving or riding in a car, buckle up the children and use protective head and eye gear at all times.

Licensed Drivers

· No person without a driver’s license should drive a quad on the streets. 
· A licensed driver should transport the quad to the forest roads.

· Helmet and goggles are required by law for anyone under the age of 18 riding quads.
· Helmets and goggles are provided however it is recommended that parents have their children fitted for the right helmet. You can purchase these at the local ATV shop.
I the undersign promise that the purpose of renting the quads and the Rhino is for our family to have fun riding on safe terrain. I promise to not take the quads or the Rhino on any terrain or to any place where everyone in my party is not completely safe and comfortable riding at a safe mile per hour speed.  The speed limit on residential dirt roads is always less than 10mph. The speed limit in the forest is safest at less than 25mph. These are trail recreational vehicles with the purpose of sightseeing in the forest.
There are no refunds for the rental of the quads or the rhinos. If a quad breaks down, we will make every attempt to substitute another quad. There are no refunds due to forest road closures under any circumstances.
Adult Liability Release Signature mandates that no person under age of 30 may rent quads. The person renting the house is responsible for all the quads and Rhinos. A security deposit of $500.00 on a credit card is required per vehicle. It is at the discretion of Quad Manor and we reserve the right to hold a larger security deposit.
